Top 10 Things to Remember When Driving

 

1.
Do a complete vehicle safety check before departure.

 

 

2.
Explain to passengers the vehicle rules (this will be explained to you in the pre-drive meeting).

a. Every passenger must have their own seatbelt.

b. Passengers should talk - not yell.

c. No talking on cell phones except in emergency situations

  

3.
Take a complete count of each person in your vehicle (including yourself).  You will need to make a recheck count before you leave each stop during our trip.

 

 

4.
We will be driving in a buddy system (two cars together).

a. Headlights on

b. 55 mph. (unless stated differently)

 

 

5. 
Do not allow passengers to leave vehicle unless head leaders indicate that it is okay!

 

 

6.
Be sure you hear directions and communicate all directions clearly. (e.g. Departure times, rules, potty breaks, etc...)

 

 

7.
In case of an emergency flash your high beams at the vehicle in front of you.  Please pull over, when safe, immediately to the right.  Let no one out of vehicle unless vehicle is unsafe!

 

 

8.
Please police passengers from throwing stuff out the window or hanging body parts out of the window.
